PUBLIC PARKING FACILITY MTA RIGHT OF WAY PROJECT UPDATE
Maria Dadian, City Manager presented the report indicating that this is an update pertaining to the public parking facility in the MTA right-of-way project. Ms. Dadian stated that the staff report there are five updates identified; that the property is owned by the MTA and which will be leased to Parking Concepts Inc. to operate the parking facility at the rate of $3,050 per month with an adjustment rate annually based on the CPI (Consumer Price Index) commencing May 4th, 2008. Ms. Dadian, stated that the bid was awarded to International Paving Solutions and that the project should start in February and be completed by March of this year.  Ms. Dadian briefly explained the parking fees associated with the proposal and commented that there is a residential parking permit program in the works for residents in the area of this facility. 
A brief discussion ensued with respect to the parking fees with Members of the City Council/ Agency indicated that some of the fees may be too much but that if someone parks there for an extended period of time then the parking fees may not be that unreasonable. Mayor Pro Tem/Vice Chairman Flowers asked that the City Manager to look into the arrangement that the MTA has with other surrounding cities with respect to the monthly fee and report back to the City Council.
