LOS ANGELES COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT 2007 YEAR IN REVIEW

Sergeant Greg Knapp presented the crime statistics for Artesia and indicated that with respect to crime this is classified as burglaries, theft, grand/petty theft, vehicle theft and arson. Sergeant Knapp briefly explained the number of crimes in each one of these categories and moved on to state that compared to other jurisdictions, Artesia’s crime rate is considered low. He explained the statistics surrounding crimes against persons, which include homicide, rape, assault and robbery. Further, Sergeant Knapp also alluded to statistics related to traffic including collisions and citations. 
8.
GOLDEN STATE WATER COMPANY CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS (DISTRIBUTION AND SUPPLY) TO THE ARTESIA WATER SYSTEM
Paul J. Rowley, District Manager of Golden State Water Company presented a report related to capital improvements in terms of distribution and supply that Golden State Water has made to the Artesia system and explained that GWSC serves 75 cities in 10 Counties, and that translates to the operation of about 42 water systems with about 254,000 connections. Further, Mr. Rowley briefed the City Council on GSWC services and facilities indicating that currently, they provide water service to about 1 million people in California through 2,700 miles of pipeline, 254,000 service connections, 23,000 fire hydrants, including 160 reservoirs some of which are having problems maintaining its current water levels, 256 wells and 405 booster pumps. Mr. Rowley explained that the Artesia distribution system is comprised of about 26 miles of pipeline with a current service capacity of 3,286 connections. In addition to speaking on the many capital improvements that GSWC has made to the system, Mr. Rowley also spoke briefly how California gets its water, water supply challenges and offered water conservation strategies for local residents. 
A brief discussion ensued regarding the current rate structure and issues associated with service levels.

ARTESIA WASTE DIVERSION AND AB939 COMPLIANCE UPDATE 

Nady Marchling of the Los Angeles Regional Agency (LARA) presented a report relative to waste diversion and AB939 compliance indicating that LARA is a consortium consisting of 16 member cities that they are all in Los Angeles County and whose goal is to increase diversion efforts as mandated by the state to reduce trash that goes to the landfill by the year 2000. Ms. Marchling stated that Artesia’s disposal in year 2000 was 22,429 and then went down and the latest numbers for Artesia indicate that Artesia is at about 18, 565 pounds. Further, she stated that in terms of what is being taken to the landfield Artesia is about 17% and that in 2001 was 38% and in 2002 was 27%. Ms. Marchling went on to discuss other issues related to diversion and ways that the City could come into compliance with the mandates of AB939. Additionally, Ms. Marchling provided information about recycling strategies and programs that they City could look into implementing. 
A brief discussion ensued with Mayor Pro Tem Flowers suggesting that perhaps the City could contact the cities that are like our city and which have achieved high recycling numbers and find out what they are doing that we need to be doing so that we can reach our numbers.

Steward Galloway- Senior Associate and Project Manager for Kluger Architects. Mr. Galloway stated that this is a combination of two applications, which included the Stater Brothers project and the other one the liaison work with the owner of the center; he explained the reasons for the color change, which is now a Terra Cota and explained the reason for the sign variance which has to do with the scale of the buildings, which require larger signs.
A brief discussion ensued regarding the look and condition of this center for which members of the City Council have in the past received complaints with Mayor Martins stating that he is happy to see some improvements in this center. 
Mr. London- Owner of the Center stated that he appreciated specific input about what the Council wants to see as improvements in this center.

Mayor Pro Tem Flowers stated that she would like to see adding some landscaping elements to soften up or buffer the area facing traffic where people sit to make it more aesthetically pleasing for people to sit there.
