COMMUNITY OUTREACH PROGRAM FOR THE ARTESIA DOWNTOWN REVITALIZATION PROJECT- CONSIDERATION OF BID PROPOSALS TO PERFORM SERVICES
Maria Dadian, City Manager/Executive Director, presented the staff report indicating that in December 2007, staff made a recommendation that in order to consider an outreach program that the City may want to entertain proposals from vendors who specialize in this particular field and the Council appointed an ad-hoc committee consisting of Council Members Nelson and Manalo to help select a vendor for this project. Ms. Dadian further stated that they had the opportunity to meet and interviewed three different firms and reviewed the proposals and now that this process has taken place staff is recommending that the City considers Urban Futures due to their knowledge of the City and the responses they submitted.

Members of the ad-hoc committee commented that they were impressed with Urban Futures because of their presentation and the fact that they used us as an example and that they are willing to go door to door in their scope of work, in addition to their innovative concepts such as the “branding” concept. Mr. Nelson stated that they had done the same type of work in three other different cities. 

Further discussion ensued with respect to this matter with Mr. Bill Kelly from Urban Futures addressing City Council’s concerns and explaining the scope and rationale of this program.

ALBERT O. LITTLE COMMUNITY CENTER/ARTESIA PARK MASTER PARK PLAN PROPOSAL FOR ARCHITECTURAL SERVICES 
Maria Dadian, City Manager/Executive Director presented the staff report indicating that this is a continuation of what the Council had been presented during the January City Council meeting. Ms. Dadian stated that the Architect had incorporated the input from the council and submitted a proposal for consideration to move forward in doing the work that is necessary to create a plan that the council can support with the total cost being $79,650.00 and that discussions about the community center will also be included as part of the community outreach program. 

There was an extensive discussion regarding the building itself , the façade of the building and the cost associated with this facility, which is estimated to be 16million dollars. After several comments from the City Council, the consensus was that this is a big expenditure to just come up with a plan that may or may not be implemented in the near future when considering that the city does not have the 16 million that will be required to build this facility.
