Maria Dadian, City Manager introduced the item and requested that this matter be continued since it is related to item 1, which was also continued.

ARTESIA PARK COMMUNITY CENTER- GYMNASIUM 

Susan Palomares, Interim Parks and Recreation Director made introductory comments stating that as the result of the planning session that was held in February of this year, the direction to build a new community center was revised to improving the recreation services and facilities and one of the strategic directions was taking the gymnasium away from the project and perhaps making it a phase I and looking at having it as a standalone facility and obtained an estimate from the architect in the range of $5.3 million and that now staff is looking for direction from the Council with regard to any further research into that option. 

A brief discussion ensued regarding this proposal with Mayor/Vice Chair Martins indicating that originally when the City Council was discussing the new community center, they had talked about making the gymnasium a second phase and that back in 2003 the estimate was in the range of $5.0 million as well. There was further discussion with respect to financing options for this project and ways to accomplish the building of the gymnasium.
At the suggestion of Mayor/Vice Chairman Martins, this item was tabled to the next meeting when all the City Council members are present with direction given to staff to refine the information and bring it back at the next council meeting.
Motion by Council Member/Board/Authority Member Lima, seconded by Council Member/Board/Authority Member Manalo, to proceed and refine the project. Motion carries without objection 3-0-2 with Mayor Pro Tem/Vice Chair Flowers and Council Member/Board/Authority Board Member Nelson absent.
