INTRODUCTION OF NEW CITY EMPLOYEE CLAYT ISKE, PARKS & RECREATION DIRECTOR 

Mr. Iske stated that he is pleased to be here in Artesia and looks forward to enhancing the quality of Parks and Recreation Services here in Artesia. 
5. 
PUBLIC PARKING FACILITY ON MTA RIGHT OF WAY PROJECT
Hui Lai, City Engineer presented the staff report and a PowerPoint presentation stating that this item is a continued item from the special meeting that took place on March 10, 2008. Mr. Lai stated that this item has been going on since 2004 in terms of negotiations with the MTA and that the agreement would be through a lease agreement solely with either a private company or a non-profit group; that the reason for this structure is that the MTA will not enter into a lease agreement with a public agency to avoid the potential for politically endorsed appeals when terminating an agreement. He reported that that City had identified a private company or a non-profit group that would collaborate with the City to lease the property, and then the MTA would be open to a lease agreement. 

Mr. Lai further discussed the conditions of the agreement in terms of the cost of the monthly lease per square feet, the initial terms, and improvement costs. Additionally, Mr. Lai indicated that the company identified by the City is Parking Concepts, Inc. (PCI), which is a well established company that leases, manages and operates over 100 parking facilities in the state of California. 

Other issues discussed by Mr. Lai included the proposed construction schedule, the company that will be doing the construction work as well as the revenue estimation that will be derived from the parking facility.

Following Mr. Lai’s presentation, there was an extended discussion related to the revenue estimation relative to the number of stalls given the length of time that a particular car will be using the parking structure.

A PROPOSAL FOR RESIDENTIAL PERMIT PARKING PROGRAM

Maria Dadian, City Manager presented the staff report and indicated that we are asking the City Council to consider a resolution that has been drafted in the event the City Council decided to move forward  with the residential parking permit program. 
City Traffic Engineer-Hui Lai stated that the residential parking program works in conjunction with the paid parking lot concept and such program would entail the issuance of decals that the residents will have to place on their windshields to enable parking enforcement and law enforcement to know who is parking in a given area. 

A brief discussion ensued with respect to the actual implementation of this program with a question from Council Member Martins pertaining to situations when people have guests etc. Mr. Lai stated that in such cases they can call the City and they can be issued additional decals or this can be handled in a variety of ways; that many other cities have implemented similar programs such as a hanger from the rear view mirror. Etc.
There were other areas of concern associated with this proposal as mentioned by Council Member Manalo, particularly in the area of 187th Street east of Arline, which has a high concentration of people who park in the area to attend church services and if there is a way to make sure that people are notified adequately so that they can let the parishioners know that the parking situation is going to be changing in the area. 
City Attorney, Ennis reminded the City Council that this resolution is only a first step and that there will be an ordinance coming forth at a later time, which will outline in detail how the program is going to work. 
Opell “Archie” Archibald- Board President of the United Methodist Church in Artesia. Mr. Archibald spoke regarding this proposal stating that they have concerns about this and that what happens when the church has unscheduled events such as funerals and the like during the time that the parking permit is in effect. Also, Mr. Archibald spoke regarding the parking across the street from the church and that they do not want to have to lock the parking lot to the neighbors.

LOS ANGELES COUNTY DEPARTMENT OF CARE AND ANIMAL CONTROL


SERVICES
Mr. Derek Brown- Deputy Director of the Los Angeles County Animal Care and Control. Mr. Brown indicated that he is here to provide and clarify for the City Council information pertaining to the operations of the LA County Animal Care and Control Department and that the services that they provide include adoption services, operation of about 6 shelters across the county, including a service area of about 3,000 miles; that they have full time license veterinarians, that they enforce laws and provide emergency services and investigate cases of animal cruelty and neglect. 
Mr. Brown upon questions by the City Council, clarified that they do send paper bills to residents; spoke about the adoption process and that they provide emergency medical services to animals in need in addition to having a foster care program. Further, Mr. Brown stated that for $40.00 an animal can be spayed, neutered and micro chipped, but that does not include the license fee. 
Mr. Brown also discussed the fees associated with licensing of dogs in terms of the fee structure for altered animals which is a $15.00 fee vs. unaltered animals, which is a $30.00 fee.

BUSINESS LICENSE PERMITS PROCESSSING AND ISSUANCE PROCEDURES
Jose Hernandez, Assistant Planner presented the staff report and answered questions for City Council with respect to the business license issuance and renewal processes. 
Mr. Hernandez stated that the issuance of business license falls under section 3-1.201 of the Artesia Municipal Code. He spoke about the types of business licenses, the procedure in terms of the process, which begins with the Planning Department; that there are a number of steps for each of the license business applications such as renewals, changes of ownership, change of use, new business and new location/relocation. 

There was an extensive discussion relative to the process which appears to be cumbersome and redundant as expressed by Council Member Martins who asked if there is a way to expedite and make the process more effective.

A request to approve a parking variance for a new restaurant business (Subway) at the existing commercial retail center (Pioneer Artesia Center) located at 11809-A Artesia Boulevard in the Commercial Planned Development (CPD) Zone. (CASE NO. 2008-13) 
Resolution No. 2008-12P
Okina Dor, Associate Planner spoke regarding this item and stated that this item also includes a City Council Resolution 08-2085, with the application being for a parking variance for a new restaurant use also known as Subway. 
Following Mr. Dor’s presentation, there was an extensive discussion relative to the parking variance to allow Subway to be located at the subject property with the staff report containing supplemental information regarding the entitlements of the property. 

Herb Lundin, Gurpal S. Sood, Yasmeen Alikhan, and Ted Befekadu all offered comments relative to the parking variance and that the center in order to comply with the ordinance it needs over 600 spaces. They stated that they feel the parking is adequate and that the variance should be granted. 
City Attorney Ennis indicated that the parking standard for restaurant, which currently is one per 100 for restaurants has been in place for many years and it is not become more restrictive at least in the last fifteen years and that what has changed in this center is the intensity going from where there was a greater proportion of retail stores to a greater proportion of restaurants that in itself changes from the one for 250 to the one per one hundred and as the concentration of restaurant increases that is what is increasing the demand for more parking spaces. 
Council Member Martins stated that we need to look at how to differentiate between a takeout and a restaurant and that those are things the Council should discuss at a later time and that the case and question before the council here is whether or not a Subway should be allowed and move forward. Further, Council Member Martins indicated that when it comes time to do a code amendment then the council should deliberate lengthy on crafting something that will last five or ten years and not forty. 
Council Member Nelson inquired as to the least cumbersome process for the applicant to undertake. Mr. Dor and Council Members indicated that is proposal before the council is the best option at the moment through this variance.

Motion by Council Member Martins, to reverse the Planning Commission’s recommendations, directing staff to come back with a resolution outlining conditions of approval for Case No. 2008-13 and directing staff to revisit the code amendment issue. The application is for a General Plan Land Use Element Map Amendment to change the designation of the project site from Commercial General to Low Density Residential and an amendment to the Artesia Zoning Map to rezone the existing Commercial General (C-G) Zone to Single-Family Residential (R-1) Zone.
