Maria Dadian, City Manager presented some introductory comments regarding the report and stated that this is a public hearing relative to the Redevelopment Agency Five Year Implementation Plan and that she had included some documents that were left out and pointed out to some of the tables within the report. As it pertains to this item this is a legal requirement by state law since 1994 and that the agency is required to adopt an implementation plan every five years and the Redevelopment Agency was established on September 11, 1995 and we as an Agency adopted the Project Area on July 9th, 2001 and at that time we adopted our first implementation plan.  

Further, Ms. Dadian stated that this report covers, goals and objectives, anticipated projects and programs and estimated expenditures for five year planning; and that the plan focuses on Redevelopment project/programs estimated revenues and expenditures plan for the project area; and that it also provides a road map for the elimination of blight and encourage revitalization efforts in the project area. Ms. Dadian went on to provide further explanation as to the basis for the report and how the goals and objectives were developed and that the City Attorney has reviewed it and it finds it in compliance with state law and this report also incorporates a housing element by our consultant Castaneda and Associates.  
A brief discussion ensued with respect to the report and some of the main points of the discussion included a discussion regarding public infrastructure and facility improvements, which is the phase 3 of the street improvements that we are proposing for Pioneer Boulevard which covers improvements to the sidewalks, streetscape and better curves, stormdrains and some allocation to public works and parking facilities. Another main point of discussion included the Downtown Revitalization Project that the everyone is familiar with, except for the two new Council Members for whom they will be some more formal individual discussion to bring them up to speed with this as well as housing assistance awarded to the City through CDBG for affordable housing and to meet the housing element requirements. Ms Dadian went on to explain line by line the elements of the report. 
Mayor/Chairman Martins opened the public hearing, seeing no one wished to speak; Mayor/Chairman Martins closed the public hearing. 
Mayor Pro Tem flowers began the discussion by asking Mr. Castaneda a question regarding the 20% set aside and the 25% match, is the 20% set aside that we are using towards the 25% match, with City Manager answering yes that is correct and providing further explanation regarding the criteria of the CDBG program and what is used for in terms of requirements for low income housing programs and that we have this adopted soon since we are already late. 
Councilmember/Boardmember Lima asked a question related to the income levels for housing purposes as it relates to affordable housing criteria. Mr. Castaneda responded that these income limits are updated every year and are based on state law and they are shown on page 19 of the report which provides the details of the income qualifications. Mr. Lima also asked what we can do with $650,000 for the next five years. Ms. Dadian stated that these are basically seed funds that can be used to leverage other funds. 
Motion by Councilmember/Boardmember Lima, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem/Vice Chairman Flowers, to adopt the proposed five-year implementation plan and adopt Resolution NO. ARA 06-08.

ANNOUNCEMENT OF RESULTS OF CLOSED SESSION
City Attorney Ennis reported that the City Council gave some direction on the proposed billboard agreement with Van Wagner Communications with some follow up after the report and with respect to item 2B a status report was provided by the City’s negotiator related to the arbitration matter and that there was no other reportable action on that item. 

Further, Mr. Ennis indicated that with respect to item 3A, there were three questions that needed further clarification 1) with respect to the city and community advertisements and the requirement that the city provides the dates and the data for the advertisement 90 days in advance, the questions was does that just mean indicating that the city wants to have the ad or does it also include the copy and all of the information related thereto. Mr. Ron Cipriani commented that is just the timeframe that they wish to use for the city’s purpose, the artwork or whatever the city wants to put on if we had like 20 days prior to the installation it will be plenty of time to produce the artwork. 2) the next question had to do with a light box in connection with the advertisement, if the city wanted to have a light box in connection with its advertisement for its city community activities is that possible. Mr. Cipriani stated that if they had one that was not being used, because those light boxes cost several thousand dollars and they could be one from someone else that can be used, that’s something the client provides, 3) the third issue had to do with the cure and default provisions and the term, there was some concern about the 90 days after the final notice of default and the city is interested in having that put back to 60 days. Mr. Cipriani stated that the 60 days will be acceptable.
