GENERAL PLAN UPDATE, HOUSING ELEMENT AND ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT REPORT FROM DAVID BARQUIST, RBF CONSULTING
City Manager Dadian made brief introductory comments about the subject of discussion and introduced Mr. David Barquist, Senior Associate with RBF Consulting who presented the report. 

Mr. Barquist began his presentation by introducing the legal framework of the general plan, discussed specific requirements and explained the RHNA process and how those numbers are developed.  He further explained the components of the general plan, and its elements which include seven chapters or topical areas which each contain goals and objectives. He explained what the general plan was and its elements including: Land Use, Housing, Circulation, Noise, Safety, Conservation, Open Space and Economic Development. He further explained in detail each one of these areas. Mr. Barquist also discussed the four phases of the general plan and issues and opportunities. Each council member gave comments on issues to be addressed in the general plan.

ARTESIA DOWNTOWN REVITALIZATION MASTER PLAN- “ARTESIA 


INTERNATIONAL AND CULTURAL DISTRICT.” 

City Manager Dadian presented the staff report which focused primarily on how this 


plan has evolved over the years and that this is a conceptual plan only. Ms. Dadian’s presentation covered a number of areas including: Phase 1 and 2 Pioneer Boulevard Improvements; Phase 3 Pioneer Boulevard Improvements in addition to the study by the Gateway Cities Council of Governments and each one of the elements included in the Downtown Revitalization Master Plan. Ms. Dadian asked Mr. Hui Lai to present the traffic study in relation to the conceptual plan and the circulation simulation. 
Direction was provided for staff to come back on Monday, October 1, with another proposal to be considered by the City Council and Planning Commission that will incorporate and will take into account the comments made by members of the City Council, Planning Commission and citizens regarding the issues that were raised related to traffic, adverse impacts, safety and funding.  
Citizen Comments

Randall Van Beek- City of Artesia- Spoke of concerns with impacts on emergency vehicles due to the narrowing of the Streets down to two lanes and the additional traffic into residential areas. 

Marcia Van Beek - Spoke regarding the impact of the revitalization plan and the City’s efforts in revitalizing downtown, but that this plan would bring more traffic into residential areas and as new businesses are brought in more people would also come in and therefore more traffic as well having adverse impacts on quality of life. 
Hector Echuga- City of Artesia- Mr. Uchuga is a mail man and familiar with the area and has also concerns because in the area of Corby and Arline where traffic may be impacted, there are many children and is a multi-family residential heavily populated area. 
Dotty Bedingfield – City of Artesia- Spoke of the area in which she lives, which is an area already heavily impacted by traffic on Pioneer. She expressed concerns about the businesses and the traffic in this area. 
Rod Freeh- City of Artesia- Mr. Freeh spoke about having a nice downtown and keeping the two lane of traffic in each direction and made comments about having concerns with the medians and the concept of having kiosks with food vendors and the potential for health problems in addition to traffic accidents and graffiti. 

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the proposed conceptual plan with members of the Planning Commission asking questions related to traffic and the potential impacts of narrowing the streets as well as the adverse impacts of not having a revitalized downtown.

A brief discussion ensued about the subject with direction given for staff to come up with suggested standards for property owners who want to put in an arbor while at the same time coming up with some basic limitations so that this does not get out of control in addition to clearly defining the term “arbors”.
