LOS ANGELES COUNTY SHERIFF DEPARTMENT SUCCESS THROUGH AWARENESS PROGRAM (STAR) 
Justine Menzel, Deputy City Manager, made some brief comments regarding the STAR program indicating that this is a collaborative effort between the City and the ABC Unified School District which has provided half of the funding. Ms. Menzel introduced Millicent Scott, Deputy Sherriff with the Los Angeles County Sheriff’s Department who presented a report relative to the STAR program and its components which include: drug awareness, gang prevention, goal setting and violence prevention focusing on a target population of 5th and 6th graders.

CONSOLIDATED WASTE DISPOSAL SERVICES PRESENTATION
Maria Dadian, City Manager, introduced the topic and stated that she invited Richard Fierro with Consolidated Waste Disposal Services as a result of some concerns that were brought to the City Council relative to containers in properties. Ms. Dadian stated that the City is currently implementing a program with the commercial properties and multi-family residential properties, which was considered and authorized by the City Council on November 13th, 2006 and that the program entails an issue of problem presented to the City Council regarding containers at these properties. 

Richard Fierro with Consolidated Waste Disposal Services made brief comments and presented a sample report with photographs depicting and highlighting some of conditions that they have found in terms of trash overflowing the containers and trash found on the ground with the containers exceeding their capacity. Mr. Fierro explained for the council that they make a conscious effort to work with their customers and they go through a process of notifying them of the conditions of the bins not only once but up to three times via letters with pictures and that they have found some property owners are not aware of such condition and that most of them voluntarily comply. Further, Mr. Fierro indicated that those who do not comply or who continue to let their bins overflow do get a bill, which is to cover the extra cost of having Consolidated crews clean up the area and the overflow of the containers. 
Following Mr. Fierro’s presentation, an extended discussion ensued regarding the subject with most of the City Council members raising serious concerns with respect to the added charges that some property owners are receiving, which they think are excessive. Mr. Fierro answered questions relative to the cost, status of the program, and ways to solve the problem. At the suggestion of Mayor Pro Tem Flowers, the consensus was to establish and an ad-hoc committee to study the issue and to work with Consolidated Waste Disposal Services to find a workable solution and to present a report to the City Council at a later date. Mayor Martins then appointed Council Members Lima and Manalo to sit on this ad-hoc committee.
