Maria Dadian, City Manager read the title of the staff report and made brief comments regarding the specifics of the report and stated that this item is a continuation of one that was presented at the October 15th, City Council Meeting. Ms. Dadian briefly spoke of the itemized list of projects that are proposed to be paid for with the Bond proceeds and accordingly turned the meeting over to the representatives from the different investment and financial companies that are part of this bond issue such as: John Solarczyk with the La Rosa Investment Bankers, Marshall Lynn, President of Urban Features- the firm that Michael Bush is associated with, also Michael Bush is present, Andy Hall, from Jones Hall, Bond Counsel, and Lolly Enriquez with Richards, Watson and Gershon who is serving as bond disclosure counsel and has prepared the disclosure document. Additionally, Douglas Dunlap, retired City Manager from Pomona is also present and Mr. Dunlap is an expert in Redevelopment and bond related issues and is here in the event the counsel may have any questions related to this bond process. 

Maria Dadian, City Manager, explained the process to be followed this evening with respect to the adoption of the attached resolutions and the process of formalizing the joint exercise of powers agreement. Following Ms. Dadian’s introduction, Mr. Solarczyk presented his report relative to the bond issue in terms of tax increment, interest, and insurance on the bonds and bond rating. A discussion ensued with respect to the bond issue, followed by a question and answer session. The City Council then moved to considering approval of the bond.

Further, Mr. Lima alluded to the fact that the City is proposing to build a parking structure on the MTA right away and that if the rapid train proposal becomes a reality that means the City can only use that parking structure for two years.
