Joan Cude- Artesia Resident- Ms. Cude came to the City Council to express a concern she had expressed previously regarding the left turn onto Pioneer Boulevard from Artesia and if there could be a left yield turn there.
Hui Lai- Traffic Engineer- Stated that he had written a lengthy report and that there are two types of left turn signals sequence and that the one the City has on Artesia and Pioneer is called “fully protected left permissive” meaning that you cannot make a left hand turn until you had a green arrow then you make a left turn and there is another scheme called “protected permissive” option meaning that the green arrow comes on when traffic gets busy and you can make a turn or when traffic is light and you could make a left turn when the signal is on the green ball that you have that flexibility; that in order to apply as to which option is best for the location you look at volume and geometrics and that it is not recommended the use of this left hand scheme at this intersection due to the high volume of traffic. 
Maria Dadian, City Manager stated that they are in contact with LA County with respect to the project of updating the control equipment and that she was informed that this month they are supposed to have the pre-construction meeting and that they had already awarded the bid and that the City anticipates the work to be started in January, 2008.

COMMUNITY OUTREACH PROGRAM FOR THE ARTESIA DOWNTOWN REVITALIZATION PROJECT
Maria Dadian, City Manager presented a brief report indicating that his item was presented at last month’s meeting and stated that then she asked the matter to be continued as she was waiting to receive proposals from vendors that could assist in this process and that she then had received two proposals but wanted to receive at least two more. Further, she stated that what she wanted to propose this evening was not only a continuance of this item but also have the Council entertain the participation of an ad-hoc committee of the Council to help in reviewing those proposals. 
Following a brief discussion of this matter, Mayor/Chairman Martins proceeded to appoint Council Members/Board Members Manalo and Lima to sit on this ad-hoc committee to assist the City Manager in reviewing proposals for the Community Outreach Program for the Artesia Downtown Revitalization Project.

REPORT ON DOWNTOWN PIONEER BOULEVARD TRAFFIC LANE REDUCTION TEST 

Kevin Ennis, City Attorney reminded the Council that for this discussion, Council Member/Board Member Lima needed to abstain and leave the room. 

Hui Lai, Traffic Engineer presented the staff report and began his presentation by discussing the results of the test. Mr. Lai graphically showed the results of the test, described in technical detail how the test was conducted, the days in which the test traffic measurements took place, the methodology employed and other aspects related thereto. 
A lengthy discussion ensued regarding the test with members of the City Council agreeing that the test needed to be concluded. The City Council then directed that; 1) the test is concluded; 2) that the barricades are removed in a few days; 3) that the area is re-striped and 4) that the lights are synchronized. More clearly stated that the area goes back to normal conditions as they were prior to the test. 
Motion by Council Member/Board Member Nelson, seconded by Mayor/Chairman Martins, to conclude the traffic test with the stipulations as directed earlier. Motion carries 4-0.
