A request for approval of a conditional use permit to allow the sales of off-site alcohol beverages at an existing automobile service station located at 11756 South Street in the Commercial Planned Development (C-P-D) Zone.

Details of the case were presented by Assistant Planner Jose Hernandez, as noted in the staff report. 
Chairman Menezes opened the public hearing. 
Hani Tabello, owner of the property approached the podium stating that out of the three locations within 1000 feet of this property that have an alcohol license, one permit has been revoked and the other two locations are super markets.  Mr. Tabello then stated a great amount of revenue would generate to the city if this item is approved to sell alcohol at this site.  Mr. Tabello then stated that the hours of operation will not be 24 hours, it will be from 6:00 a.m. to midnight. 
Chairman Menezes asked the applicant if this is a full liquor license.  Mr. Tabello sated that it will only be a beer and wine license.

Chairman Menezes questioned on the alcohol licenses that the grocery store that is close to this location, and inquired on the difference of their license and this license that is being proposed.  Mr. Dor stated that the difference of the two items is that grocery stores and restaurants are exempt from requiring a conditional use permit. 
Vice Chairperson Diaz made a motion to direct staff to bring back an approved resolution for Case No. 2008-46P, pertaining to the conditional use permit to with an added condition stating that beer and wine will only be sold at the subject site. 

Commissioner Young recommended adding a condition pertaining to the hours of operation. 
Commissioner Young brought to the floor a substitute motion to approval staff’s recommendations to deny Case No. 2008-49.  
Chairmen Menezes tabled Commissioner Diaz motion to entertain Commissioner Young’s substitute motion.

Commissioner Medina suggested bringing back some type of limitations regarding the sale of beer and wine at gasoline stations.  Also, limit the amount of coolers where alcohol will be kept and indicate the hours of operation that the alcohol could be sold.
