MOTION by Commission Bothof, second by Commissioner Jimenez to nominate Commissioner Dean Sorgdrager as the new Vice Chairperson of the Public Safety Commission.  All remaining Commissioners voted in favor.

Deputy City Manager Menzel informed the Commission that the City Council has looked at entertaining a new contract for next year.  In about January or February of 2008 SEACCA will provide a proposal to the City.  If this were to occur it would be a July 1, 2008 Start Date.

City of Artesia Code Enforcement Activities

Commissioner Oliver inquired about # 20, regarding a Bee Hive.  His question was whether or not this was a swarm of Bee’s forming a hive or a home owner knowingly having a Bee Hive.  His follow up question was how is that abated?  Deputy City Manager Menzel informed him that if the Bee Hive is on City property than the City pays for it’s removal.  If the Bee Hive is on private property than the City can and does inform the residents of which pest control company we use and also offer other numbers of Bee Removers they can call to assist them.
Vice Chairperson Sorgdrager would like to see more description of the Code Violations.  He believes the report is too vague.
Chairperson Mulder would like more of a description on # 2 of the Prosecution.
MOTION by Commissioner Bothof, second by Vice Chairperson Sorgdrager to Receive and File the Consent Calendar.  All remaining commissioners voted in favor.

8.  STAFF REPORTS
Deputy City Manager Justine Menzel presented the Staff Reports

A. Alburtis Street Parking by U.S. Post Office
Details of this report were presented by Deputy City Manager Menzel as noted in the staff report. 
Vice Chairperson Sorgdrager suggested that Option A would be a better option.  He believes there is no 100% fix to this situation.  But that option A would fix the problem 90%.

Commissioner Bothof is strictly against taking any parking away on Alburtis.  He suggested that the only solution is no left-turn or u-turn
Commissioner Oliver stated that it is a safety issue and he sympathizes with both.  He recommends Option B.
After a lengthy debate Vice Chairperson Sorgdrager made a motion to recommend Option A with an added feature of no parking 9A.M to 5P.M. Monday through Friday

B. Street Sweeping Holidays
Details of this report were presented by Deputy City Manager Menzel as noted in the staff report.
Vice Chairman Sorgdrager commented that although it does not address the original issue is it a fair trade and still does help the City.

MOTION by Vice Chairman Sorgdrager, second by Commissioner Bothof to Receive and File.  All remaining commissioners voted in favor.
C. Neighborhood Watch Update
Deputy Juan Briseno presented the Neighborhood Watch Update.
Theft, Robbery and Rape have gone down.  There has been no gang activity.  Graffiti has gone up at the North End.

Deputy Briseno reported that there were no Block Captains at the previous Neighborhood Watch Meeting.

MOTION by Commissioner Bothof, second by Vice Chairman Sorgdrager to Receive and File.  All remaining Commissioners voted in favor.
D.  August 7, 2007 National Night Out Against Crime in Artesia
Details of this report were presented by Deputy City Manager Menzel as noted in the staff report.

Deputy City Manager Menzel inquired if any of the Commissioners would be interested in giving the Invocation at the National Night Out.  Commissioner Oliver replied he would be happy to attend and give the Invocation.
Deputy City Manager informed the Commission that next year she would be presenting this to the Commission for any input they had and to get more of the Commissions involvement.

MOTION by Commissioner Bothof, second by Vice Chairman Sorgdrager to Receive and File.  All remaining Commissioners voted in favor.

E.  Los Angeles County Sheriff’s Department Contract Law Enforcement Services-Service Level Authorization
Details of this report were presented by Deputy City Manager Menzel as noted in the staff report.

Deputy Briseno informed the Commission that Sky Night is only available from 4PM – 12Midnight.  Aero is available 24/7, all day.
MOTION by Commissioner Bothof, second by Vice Chairman Sorgdrager to Receive and File.  All remaining Commissioners voted in favor.

8.  COMMISSION REPORTS
Commissioner Oliver had nothing to report.
Commissioner Bothof would like to know Code Enforcement Schedule.  Deputy City Manager informed him that we had two Officers that work Full Time Monday thru Friday and one Part Time Officer.  Commissioner Bothof would like to know why we have no Code Enforcement on the weekend.  Commissioner Bothof also inquired about Parking Enforcement.  Commissioner Bothof’s concern is that there are more illegal things going on during the weekend.
Commissioner Bothof would like to thank Chuck Burkhardt for the curbs that he has been painting.

Commissioner Bothof would also like to thank the Commission and express how much he has enjoyed working with everyone from the City these past few years and is looking forward to working with the two new Commissioners.
Vice Chairman Sorgdrager is concerned with the service he has gotten from Consolidated.  He informed the Commission that Consolidated has been slacking on Large Pick-up items.  They refuse to let you speak to a supervisor when there is a problem, and after the July 4th Holiday Consolidated was delayed five days picking up the trash on his block.  Each time it took three phone calls to resolve the problem.
Commissioner Bothof inquired about the rules to parking with an Unhitched Trailer.  Deputy City Manager Menzel responded with the requirements to receive a permit.  The permit is good for 72 hours prior to the event for loading and 72 hours after the event for unloading.  The permit is only valid for Unhitched Trailers and if the trailer is attached it does not need a permit but must not be blocking any driveways.
Commissioner Bothof reported that the crosswalk in front of Burbank Elementary School does not work.  He reported that the children have to cross three streets to get to the school when they could have crossed just one street.  The one street where the stop sign is has no crosswalk.  Commissioner Bothof informed the Commission that Chuck Burkhardt was with him inspecting the area and might be of help correcting the situation.
Commissioner Jimenez had nothing to report.
Chairman Mulder had nothing to report.

Deputy City Manager Menzel reported to the Commission about the City Wide Clean-Up that would be taking place on Saturday July 21, 2007.
