6.  BUSINESS PRESENTATION
     LOS ANGELES COUNTY ANIMAL CARE AND CONTROL

Sergeant Paul Webb from the Los Angeles County Animal Care and Control presented this report.
The service requests per month average about thirty to forty calls.  For the month of February there were 7 dogs and 19 cats impounded.  There were only 4 calls for dead animals.  There were 266 dog licenses sold.

The different type of services that are provided are stray animal pick-ups, dead animals pick ups with a response time of 24 hours and vicious, injured or sick animals with a response time of 1 hour.   They also provide low cost spay and neutering for the public and free micro chipping.  The micro chipping can be read at most veterinarian offices.  There is a low cost vaccination twice a week on Wednesdays and Fridays.
The City determines the License Fee and the County determines the Late Fees.

G.  Los Angeles County Animal Care and Control Services

Details of this report were presented by Deputy City Manager Justine Menzel as noted in the staff report.
Deputy City Manager Menzel commented on a few items of concern brought up by the Commission.  First of all, the License Fees are set by contracts.  Secondly, residents can come to City Hall to make a payment.  Thirdly, there are ongoing expenditures that are offset by the license revenues and the penalties and that is the net cost to the city.  The City is looking at about 14,000 annually a year to provide these Animal Care and Control services.
There will also be a report for Council in April regarding the differences in services and prices between L.A. Animal Care and Control and SEAACA.
Commissioner Sorgdrager expressed his concern of Fraud and Harassment by L.A. Animal control.  It was also shared that it would be beneficial to advertise that the Micro Chip is free.
