City Welcomes Over 40,000 to Artesia for 6th Annual International Street Fair and Diversity Festival 

 
On Saturday, October 5, the City of Artesia welcomed tens of thousands of people from across Southern 
California to the City’s Historic Downtown for the 6th Annual International Street Fair and Diversity 
Festival on Pioneer Blvd. to enjoy a day filled with unique food, cultural performances, live music, art, 
rides, games, dancing, and more. The Festival included musical performances from the Big City Hillbillies, 
Irie Earth, 3B Blues Band, Banda Sello Dorado, Kristen Lynn & The Foxgloves, Amy y Su Sonora, Latin Soul 
Band LA, Masanga Marimba, and more. 
 
Hosted by the City of Artesia, the International Street Fair and Diversity Festival is an annual event held 
each year on the first Saturday in October. This year’s Festival was the most exciting and diverse yet, and 
included over 30 food vendors, international craft vendors and artists, the first ever Global Cultures 
Parade, and 10 hours each of cultural performances and live music.
